· Topic Category [dropdown list provided]

· Intended audience [dropdown list provided]
· Special AV Requirements.  
· List only additional or special equipment you may need.  Presenters are expected to pay for any additional equipment needed.
· Your good faith agreement to be available the week of the conference to present if selected.
Completing the 30-Minute Presentation Proposal

Prepare your proposal following the guidelines below.

· Use the 30-Minute Presentation Proposal Template (4 page minimum, 10 page maximum).

· Save the template using Word or RTF Format.  

· Replace the text in the footer with your title so it appears on every page.
· Remove your name and organization from the Property settings in your document and from any images included.

· Complete the template for your presentation.

· Summarize your presentation in 50 words or less for the Abstract.

· Explain the goals of the session (Note that audience participation is not an essential element of the 30-Minute Presentations).
· Describe handouts
· Indicate if this material has been presented before.

· Give details of when and what has changed.

· List any standard bibliographic references, or describe the relationship between the material in this presentation and the work of others.

· Include a short bio, 45-55 words.

· Without using your name, product name or company name, describe your professional history of working with the material you will be presenting.

· Give a schedule of events with time allocation.

· Provide a detailed description of the Presentation (the meat of your proposal, typically 3-5 pages).
