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300-word Abstract of Article [to be posted on the web site]

As a suggested structure, approach the abstract in 3 parts. Do not simply repeat the introductory paragraph of the article. Remember that this abstract stands alone. 
1: The hook: something provocative or engaging about the premise or conclusion of the article (~~100 words)

2: The scope: is this a project case study, research summary, overview of opinion in the field, opinion, review (~~50 words)

3. The main points: what are the take-aways from this article (~~150 words)
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
